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10 Ways to Promote Your Book
inYour Own Backyard

nline marketing is a wonder-

ful way to reach a worldwide
audience, but sometimes authors
overlook book marketing oppor-
tunities in their own back yard.

In your local area and region,

you have the opportunity to

stand out as a bigger fish in a
smaller pond. Another plus is that
the economy in Texas is healthier
than in many other areas, which translates
to more sales opportunities. Here are ten
tips for promoting locally:

1. Always carry books and literature with
you. Keep a case of books and some bro-
chures in the trunk of your car and business
cards in your wallet. You never know when
you will run across a potential customer or
marketing contact.

2. Look for opportunities across Texas.
Headed to Fredericksburg for the weekend,
or off to visit grandma in Waco! Do a little
research ahead of time to identify book-
stores, retailers, and libraries that you can
call on. Or plan your own book tour, staying
with friends and relatives along the way.

3. Promote yourself as a local author to

bookstores and libraries. Many book-

stores and libraries have a special sec-
tion where they showcase the books
of local or regional authors.

4. Look for other retailers that
are a good fit. Think about what
type of retailers relate to the topic of
your book, and promote yourself as a
local author.

5. Put “local author” stickers on the
books that you sell in Texas.

6. Speak at Texas libraries. Contact librar-
ies about doing a presentation on your
book’s topic. This can be especially effective
for children’s books and for nonfiction titles
that have a broad appeal (such as travel,
business, or fitness). Many libraries will let
you sell your books at your presentation,
and some have a budget for speakers.

7. Find other speaking opportunities.
Speaking is a wonderful way to sell books,
and you may even get paid to speak once
you get some experience. Look into busi-
ness and civic organizations, church groups,

Members voted to change the name to the
Writers’ League of Texas in November 2000 to better reflect
our ambitions of serving writers throughout the state.

The Writers’ League has also seen its share of leadership
and staff changes in the past decade. In 2000, Jim Bob
McMillan was the Executive Director of the Writers’ League
before leaving in 2001 to join the Texas Commission on
the Arts. Upon his departure, the League hired four EDs
and two interims (the indomitable Sally Baker and Angela
Smith), somehow ending up with yours truly.

In 2007, we moved out of that jam-packed funky office war-
ren on West Fifth Street into our spacious, sunlight-filled
South Congress digs.

Then of course we’ve expanded our programs and outreach:

e We éaunched the Summer Writing Retreat in Alpine in
2006.

e The Writers’ League presented Awards of Literary Merit
to Ann Patchett, Sarah Bird, and Lawrence Wright.

e The Writers’ League’s Agents Conference has grown
into one of the premier conferences in the country.

e In 2009, we extended our outreach to the Houston area.
e After adding an online store to process membership and
registrations in 2008 (yippee!), we presented our first

online class in 2009.

e We upped our online presence in 2009, with the WLT’s
“A Brief Word” blog, a Flickr photostream, and of coursg

schools and universities,
trade associations, and
more.

8. Seek publicity through
Texas media. Send a press
release to the media in the
town where you grew up and
where you live now. The
“local girl makes good” an-
gle works especially well in
smaller towns. Don’t forget
your college alumni newslet-
ter and any civic or profes-
sional associations. Look for
local tie-ins, such as a novel
set in Texas. Nonfiction au-
thors should consider radio
and television talk shows.

9. Consider book fairs and
festivals. These work best
if your book is tied to the
theme of the event or ap-
peals to a broad audience.

10. Market children’s books
through schools and youth
organizations. Setting up
school visits is a great way

to reach kids. For tips, see
Melissa Williams’ article.
